Touring Assembly – Saturday 31st March 2007 
Supplementary Regulations 

 
1. The Light Car and Edwardian Section of the Vintage Sports Car Club Ltd will organise a 

Touring Assembly on Saturday 31st March 2007.  This will start from the Metropole Hotel, 
Temple Street, Llandrindod Wells, Powys and take you via Llanidloes where you will have 
ample time to have lunch before returning to the Metropole Hotel. 

 
2. The Meeting is run under the requirements of a Certificate of Exemption of the Motor Sports 

Association, these Supplementary Regulations and any written instructions the organising 
Club may issue for the event.  

 
3. Certificate of Exemption number: to be confirmed  
 
4. The event is open to all paid-up members of the Light Car and Edwardian Section, driving 

cars that are accepted by the Section.  The maximum number of entries is 100, and the 
minimum 20. 

 
5. All cars must carry a primed and serviceable fire extinguisher, which must be firmly secured.  

Note that BCF/Halon extinguishers are no longer allowed in the UK. 
 
6. Scrutineering is limited to ensuring that the vehicle is presented in a roadworthy condition, 

eligible, displays a current tax disc and has a current MOT certificate. 
 
7. The provisional programme of the meeting is: 

- Scrutineering on Friday 30th March (from 6.00 p.m.) and Saturday 31st March (from 9.30 
a.m.) 

- Signing-on on Saturday 31st March, from 9.00 a.m. 
- Cars may leave the start from 10.30 a.m. on Saturday 31st March.  There will be no 

starting order however, to avoid inconvenience to the public, no more than three cars 
should travel as a group.  Please let faster cars overtake. 

 
8. The tour route will cover approximately 55 miles, starting and finishing at The Metropole 

Hotel, Llandrindod Wells (OS147/061611).  The majority of the route will be on OS147 – 
please bring this with you.  The remainder will be on OS136 and OS148 – if you have these, 
it would be helpful, but copies of the (very small) sections you need will be available on the 
day. 

 
9. There will be no timing, although there will be opening and closing times for the start and 

finish controls, which will be advised in the final instructions. 
 
10. There will be some optional challenges for you and your car on the route, and first, second 

and third place trophies will be awarded. 
 
11. The Entry Fee is £19.00 (£13 for those aged under 25).  All entries must be made on the 

official form and sent to the Secretary to the Meeting.  The closing date for entries is 
Friday 16th March 2007.
