�  Special grip, knobbly or hand cut tread tyres are 
not allowed.  Note: Tyres with bolts or screws 
penetrating the side walls or beads are illegal and 
will not be allowed; neither will operational security 
bolts.  Specifically 3.50 × 19 INOUE tyres are not 
permitted.

·  Provide information, instruction and supervision of employees; 
·  Ensure all employees are competent to do their tasks, and to give them
